Strategy & Delivery Plan 
 
This statement sets out the Council’s determination under Section 8(1) of the 
Environmental Assessment (Scotland) Act 2005 on whether or not a Strategic 
Environmental Assessment (SEA) is required for the above Supplementary Guidance. 
 
SEA Screening Procedure 
 
The screening process involved consulting the following Consultation Authorities on 
whether the Strategy/Delivery Plan is likely to have significant environmental effects: 
 

• Historic Environment Scotland 

• Scottish Environment Protection Agency 

• NatureScot 
 
As well as consulting the above bodies, responsible authorities are required to take into 
account the criteria set out in Schedule 2 of the Act when determining whether or not 
the Strategy/Delivery Plan is likely to have significant environmental effects.

In accordance with Section 9(3) of the Environmental 
Assessment (Scotland) Act 2005 we have reviewed the 
screening report using the criteria set out in Schedule 2 of 
the Act.
